The hourly fee is based on the operator’s planned
annual utilization [both flight hours and landings], and may be adjusted annually based on inflation,
spare parts and labor cost, as well as the client’s operating profile.

“With our joint program offering with Piaggio, Avanti operators will have the opportunity to
realize an increase in their aircraft’s residual value while maximizing their maintenance budget,”
added Haskins.
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Industries is currently involved in a number of aircraft and engine programs, with two operating
units located in Italy’s Liguria Region in Genova-Sestri and a second unit located in Finale Ligure,
occupying a total area of 120,000 square meters [1.3 million square feet].
